INCIDENT DETAILS:  Susquehanna Regional Police who were assisted by Manheim Borough Police and Northwest Regional Police in the investigation of residential burglaries over the past few weeks have filed charges related to two residential burglaries in E. Donegal Twp. Susquehanna Regional Police initially received information from Manheim Township Police regarding property which was being pawned at a location in Manheim Township. Susquehanna Regional Police were able to obtain the identifies of the subjects who were ADAMS and TEMPLIN. Some of the property pawned was also identified as stolen from both burglary locations. On August 7, 2013, TEMPLIN was located at an address in Rapho Township and ADAMS was located at 273 Rivermoor Dr. A search of TEMPLIN's vehicle and the residence where he was staying recovered additional stolen property. Additional property was recovered where ADAMS had been staying.

Both residences entered sustained damage and the loss is estimated to be in the  thousands of dollars. Some of the property stolen included a gun (not recovered), 
computer, jewelry and other electronics. Some of the jewelry and computer along with a gun taken in another burglary were recovered.

Susquehanna Regional Police today charged both with two counts of burglary, two counts of theft and two counts of conspiracy. Both are currently in Lancaster County Prison.
